
At Queens Beach State School, information and data on student development is 
gathered from three major areas. 
 

Classroom Assessment

Classroom teachers gather information and data about the students through a variety 
of ways; 

- observations 
- everyday activities, discussions and class work 
- integrated unit assessment tasks/tests/activities 
- specific tasks/tests in KLAs eg. spelling test, science task 

 

Year Level Assessment

All students across each year level will complete the same set of assessment items 
during each reporting period.  The Assessment Schedule identifies these items eg. 

- Years 1-3 – PM Benchmark Running Record 
- Years 4-7 PROSE Running Record 
- all year levels – Developmental Writing Scale  

 
Each year level also has a Testing Folder which identifies more specific items and 
when they are to be administered eg. 

- standardised tests  (Waddington Reading, SAST) 
- teacher made tests (spelling, mathematics)
