Keep children at home if they are sick

As school resumes for Term 3, parents are being urged to keep
their children home if they are sick with flu-like symptoms.
Symptoms of human swine flu are similar to seasonal influenza
and include a fever, cough and/or sore throat. Other symptoms
can include fatigue, myalgia, headache, body aches or chills.
Queensland Health says one of the best ways to stop the spread
of the flu is to keep sick children home and encourage good
hygiene. If children are sick the best thing to do is keep them
away from school and other events such as socials and sporting
carnivals.

School closures remain an option in very limited circumstances
but the likelihood of disruption during the new school term has
lessened. Queensland is now in the “protect” phase in managing
the influenza outbreak and parents need to be aware that while
most people who contract the flu are making rapid and full
recovery, some who are particularly vulnerable need to seek
medical help at the onset of flu-like symptoms.

Those identified as being vulnerable include pregnant women,
Indigenous Australians, people with respiratory disease
(including asthma and COPD), heart disease, diabetes, renal and
liver disease, obesity and immunosuppression.
